AGREEMENT
BETWEEN
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE ISLAMIC REPUBLIC OF IRAN
AND
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF POLAND
ON COOPERATION IN THE FIELDS OF CULTURE, EDUCATION,
SCIENCE, TECHNOLOGY, SPORT, YOUTH AND THE MASS MEDIA

The Government of the Islamic Republic of Iran and the Government of the
Republic of Poland, hereinafter referred to as the “Parties’;

Desiring to strengthen friendly relations between the Islamic Republic of Iran and
the Republic of Poland,

Expressing their willingness to develop mutually beneficial cooperation in the
fields of culture, education, science, technology, sport, youth and the mass media;
Confident that such cooperation will contribute to enhanced mutual understanding
and familiarization;

Pursuant to the provisions of law in force in both countries;

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The Parties shall support all initiatives aimed at further development of
cooperation in the fields of culture, education, science, technology, sport, youth,
the mass media and other spheres, pursuant to the provisions of this Agreement,
the domestic legislation of the State of each of the Parties and in line with the

principle of reciprocity.
Article 2

The Parties shall attach special importance to building and developing, cultural,
scientific and technology cooperation based on the principles of respect for the
individual, recognition of the importance of spiritual and cultural values, openness
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and tolerance, and the observance of laws applicable in both countries.
Article 3

The Parties shall support cooperation between non-governmental organizations
under the present Agreement while respecting the domestic legislation of the State
of each of the Parties.

Article 4

The Parties shall support direct cooperation between cultural institutions in both
countries to implement the initiatives provided for in the present Agreement.

Article 5

In order to facilitate mutual familiarization, the Parties shall take measures aimed
at providing greater access to their cultural achievements by:

a) supporting direct contacts and the exchange of authors, artists and expcrts
in the field of culture;

b) supporting the participation of artists and artistic ensembles in international
competitions and festivals organized in both countries;

c) enabling the exchange of experiences between artists and experts in the
field of culture by organizing workshops and internships;

d) supporting initiatives in the fields of translation and publishing to promote
literary works by writers from the country of the other Party, in particular
contemporary literary works;

¢) Organizing exhibitions, concerts, theatre performances and other artistic

events.
Article 6

In the field of cinematography, the Parties shall support:

a) cooperation between national film archives, film institutes, and film
producers from both countries;

b) the realization of co-productions and providing film production services,
subject, in each case, to separate agreements between the Parties;

c) the organization of film screenings and retrospectives, subject, in each
case, to separate agreements between the Parties;

d) Participation in international film festivals organized in each of the

countries, in accordance with the rules and regulations of these festivals.
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Article 7

The Parties shall encourage cooperation in the field of folk art by enabling artists
and artistic ensembles to participate in folk competitions and festivals, and by

organizing exhibitions of artistic handcraft.
Article 8

The Parties shall support direct cooperation between museums, in particular in the
scope of reciprocal presentation of their collections, sharing experiences relating

to museum management and organizing trainings and visits for museology experts.

Article 9

—

. The Parties shall support cooperation between archives and national libraries in
both countries, in particular in the scope of exchanging information about
preserving and presenting collections, implementing research and educational
projects, as well as initiatives relating to the digitization of library collections.

Y. The Parties shall support cooperation in the field of archiving, in particular with

respect to making collections available for scientific, social and legal purposes,

exchanging expericnces, specialized publications and copies of documents, in
accordance with the domestic legislation of the State of each of the Parties.

Article 10

Y. The Parties shall support cooperation in the field of cultural heritage protection,
in particular by exchanging information and experiences between the
competent institutions and implementing, joint research projects and training
programs.

. The Parties shall cooperate in order to prevent illegal import, export and transfer
of ownership of cultural property constituting their cultural heritage, in
accordance with the laws applicable in each of the countrics and the

international conventions to which both countries are partics. The Parties
affirm that cultural property illegally exported from the territory of the country
of one Party and illegally imported into the territory of the country of the other
Party shall be returned.

Article 11

Y\ The Parties shall facilitate direct contacts between the competent institutions
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active in the field of conservation of monuments and archaeology. The Parties
shall support the implementation of joint projects in this regard.

Y. The Parties shall cooperate in protecting monuments of world cultural heritage
that are situated in the territories of both countries.

Article 12

Y. The Parties reaffirm that war cemeteries, graves of soldiers of the Polish Armed
Forces in the East and of civilians died during the war, and memorial sites
dedicated to them, situated in the territory of the Islamic Republic of Iran might
enjoy legal protection subject to Iranian laws and regulations.

Y. The Parties shall facilitate access to and the exchange of the copies of archival
materials and any information relating to the burial grounds of persons referred

to in paragraph 1.
Article 13

\ . The Parties state that Iranian works of art and treasures in the territory of the
Republic of Poland shall enjoy legal protection.

Y. The Parties shall facilitate access to the works mentioned in paragraph 1 for the
study of traditional arts, and handicrafts researchers and cultural heritage

experts.
Article 14

The Parties shall support cooperation in the field of radio and television
broadcasting in both countries, in particular with respect to technical and artistic
issues, information, education and program exchange, based on the rules that are
consistent with the applicable domestic legislation and the conditions set out in

separate bilateral agreements.
Article IS

The Parties, taking into account the need for free exchange of information, may
conclude bilateral agreements regulating cooperation between their information
agencies in the fields of technical and professional trainings, the creation of offices
for information agencies and the accreditation of journalists.

Article 16

The Parties shall support cooperation in the field of higher education, including, in
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particular:
a) direct cooperation and contacts between higher education institutions in
both countries;
b) exchange of bachelor, master and PhD students;
¢) exchange of information about teaching systems, certificates, diplomas,
professional titles and academic degrees given by education institutions in

both countries;
d) promotion of the teaching of the other Party’s language and literature in
higher education institutions, including exchanges of lecturers from both

countries;
e) Exchange of academic lecturers, scientists and technical staff with a view

to giving lectures and conducting scientific research.
Article 17

The Parties shall support cooperation between scientific institutions and research

units in the following fields:
a) conducting joint research projects;
b) participation of scientists, researchers and experts in congresses,
conferences and other meetings, held in both countries;
¢) exchange of scientific and technical information and documentation.

Article 18

Y. The Parties shall support cooperation and the exchange of experiences in the

field of education.
Y. The Parties shall support development of youth contacts and cooperation, as

well as cooperation between youth organizations and institutions dealing with

youth issues in both countries.
Article 19

The Parties shall support research on the language, culture and history of both

countries.
Article 20

The Parties shall support direct contacts between sports institutions and

organizations. .
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Article 21

The Parties shall support cooperation between the Academy of Sciences of the
Islamic Republic of Iran and the Polish Academy of Sciences on the basis of the
“Memorandum of Understanding on Scientific Cooperation between the Academy
of Sciences of the Islamic Republic of Iran and the Polish Academy of Sciences”,
signed in Warsaw on 27 Tir 1384 Solar Hijri corresponding to 18 July 2005 A.D.

Article 22

The Parties shall support cooperation in the fields of education, science,
technology, culture and communication and information within the United Nations
Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) as well as direct
cooperation on bilateral level in these fields between their national commissions
for UNESCO.

Article 23

The Parties express their willingness to cooperate in the field of copyright and
related rights.

Article 24

The Parties may facilitate the establishment of cuitural centers in their countries,
and their functioning pursuant to the regulations in force in both countries. In this
way, and with a view to developing cultural relations, both countries may mutually

delegate their representatives and advisers to the country of the other Party.
Article 25

The Parties confirm their intention to appoint a Mixed Commission which shall
meet alternately in both countries. The Commission’s tasks shall include:

a) elaborating and adopting periodical executive programs;

b) supervising the proper implementation of this Agreement;

¢) developing solutions to problems reported under this Agreement;

d) analyzing and preparing solutions in the field of cultural cooperation

between the two countries.
Article 26

Y. The Parties performing the Agreement (this shall mean competent entities
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authorized by the Parties to perform the Agreement) which received personal
data may use them solely for the purposes of the Agreement.

Y. The authorized entities shall ensure the proper level of protection of personal
data, including:

a) notifying the person, whose personal data is processed about the
identity of the entity performing the Agreement and its contact details,
as well as the purposes of the data processing, the legal basis for the
processing, the data processing categories and the period for which the
personal data will be stored;

b) informing the person whose personal data will be processed about his
or her rights, in particular the right to have access to his or her personal
data, the right to correct or remove personal data and the right to
exercise these rights;

¢) the implementation of appropriate technical and organizational
measures to ensure an adequate level of protection of the processed
personal data from unauthorized access, disclosure and removal;

d) in the event of a personal data disclosure which may cause a high risk
of violation of the rights and freedoms of persons whose personal data
are processed, in such circumstances the aforementioned violation
could be considered as a breach, the entities performing the Agreement
shall inform each other about such breach and shall undertake all
possible actions to prevent such breach and to ensure the exercise of
data subjects rights;

e) ensuring the possibility of removing personal data after the purpose of
their processing is completed.

Y The Parties shall ensure the right of the persons, whose personal data are
concemned, to lodge a complaint with a competent administrative authority or
with a Party’s court that will ensure the exercise of their rights in a situation,

when such persons consider that their personal data are processed incorrectly.
Article 27

Any dispute arising from or relating to the interpretation or application of this
Agreement shall be settled amicably by mutual negotiations or consultations
between the Parties through diplomatic channels.

Article 28

This Agreement may be amended and supplemented by mutual agreement of the
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Parties in writing. Any amendment or supplement shall constitute an integral part
of this Agreement and shall enter into force according to article 29(1).

Article 29

Y. This Agreement shall enter into force for a period of ten (10) years, thirty (30)
days after the receipt of the last written notification in which the Parties inform
each other that their respective internal procedures necessary for its entry into
force have been completed, it shall be automatically renewed for further
periods of ten (10) years by mutual consent of both Parties, unless either of
Parties notifies the other Party in writing of its intention to terminate this
Agreement, at least six (6) months prior to its intended termination.

Y. Termination of this Agreement shall not affect any rights, obligations, ongoing

projects or programs arising out of the execution of this Agreement prior to

such termination, unless both Parties agree otherwise in writing.

This Agreement comprising of a preamble and twenty nine (29) articles was made
in duplicate in Persian, Polish and English languages, at «--=-oooroe .. On

are equally authentic. In case of any dispute in interpretation or application, the

English text shall prevail.
